We also 
moved boldly to substantially reduce our historic deficit, through reductions in our operational budget, and 
developing a three year budget.  We continued to make significant headway in addressing the require-
ments in maintaining our buildings and grounds.  We became a greater presence in the community through 
special services, our outreach, and our fundraising projects. 

It has been deeply gratifying to me to gather a staff this year that works well together and who has been so 
well received by all of you.  As you read this, I am confident that each member of the staff is supporting the

The 121st Annual Meeting was called to order by the Rev. Steve Smith shortly after 11 a.m. with an opening prayer. He then con-
firmed that a quorum (fifty) had been met and the congregation approved the minutes from the annual meeting in 2008. 

The nominating committee offered the following slate: new vestry members to serve for three year terms: Angela Cenzalli, Brad 
Goodwin, and Judy Scarafile; Clerk of the vestry Deidre Kyle. New Deanery Representatives: Dick Galbraith and Barbara Hersey, 
new Cape Cod Council of Churches Representative Penney Hensley. These nominations were affirmed by the congregation. Due to

Steve thanked the outgoing vestry members, Amy Crocker, Ellen Culver, Patrick Ramage, and Matt Palmer for their very fine ser-
vice. Marian followed this appreciation with a special presentation to Gertrude Waters in appreciation of her ongoing (27 years)

lished annual report; copies were quickly obtained and circulated. The budget for 2009 indicates we will draw $120,000 from the 
endowment over and above the vestry approved 5% spend rate of endowment income. 

This is due to a drop in pledging income, and in the value of our endowment, and the fact that the bulk the budget is committed to 
personnel. Every effort will be made to reduce this deficit spending, and a report on progress will be made in June.  The vestry is 
committed to three year planning that will bring our spending in line with our expenses. 

Following a discussion of the very fine service held in the Sturgis library due to our failed furnace in January, a parishioner raised 
concerns about the condition of the wiring in the parish hall. Buildings and ground will secure the services of a licensed electrician 
to evaluate the situation and report to the parish. 

Other concerns from the floor included a request for more information/reports to the parish from Diocesan Convention, a concern 
that charging fees for building use is in conflict with our efforts to be a community friendly church, and the possibility of increasing 
the number of Sundays on which Joy Mass is offered. 

The meeting ended around 12:30 with a closing prayer by the Rev. Kris Lewis.
