An enormous amount of time and energy has gone into removing invasive underbrush and a
number of problematic plants such as poison ivy and sumac. The largest problem area was
found adjacent to the parking lot and around the children's play area. The catalyst for this
was two fold: one a |l engthy visit from a
where these invasive species were triumphing and thus, destroying some of our original plant
ing and threatening still others and two, several volunteers contracting serious cases of poiso
ivy. Happily to date, we have managed to save a humber of the original trees. High bush
blueberry and an old dogwood were cleared of the choking ivy and we anticipate they and
others will now have a chance of surviving. A lovely Witch Hazel planted long ago by
Dorinda Beam (watch for it to bloom in February) is now clearly visible just to the right of the
shed. We remain grateful to our parish volunteers. Also, we are thankful for the Barnstable
Community Service volunteers who provide
this size. In the spring, after the daffodils have bloomed, we will try to eliminate the multi
flora invasive rose in the section of the garden between the gazebo and the boardwalk. In
the next few weeks, we will plant an additional 350 daffodils and would love to have some
extra help. Our next workday is Wed. Dec. 9 from 8:3@i:30am. Please join us.
