
 

Introducing the Rev. Bob Anthony:   

 Fr. Bob grew up at Saint Mary‘s church each summer for many years and 
has fond memories of Fr. Nicholson‘s preaching. 
 Bob attended St. Dunstan‘s Choir School in Providence R.I., singing 2 hours a 
day, starting in the second grade with 2 choir rehearsals and Sunday Service each 
week.  He graduated from the Moses Brown School in 1958 and went on the Am-
herst College, graduating in 1962.  He then proceeded to the General Theological 
Seminary, New York City, as a postulant and candidate for Holy Orders.  He and 
Mary Ann Lytle were married during Bob‘s senior year at seminary and upon ordi-
nation served as curate at St. Barnabas‘ Church, Warwick for 2 1/2 years.  
  In 1968, at the age of 28, Bob became rector of Christ Church in West 
Haven, Connecticut and moved 9 years later to become Rector of the Church of the 
Atonement, Westfield, Massachusetts.   By then, the Anthonys had two fine sons, 
Labrador Retrievers and several cats.  After 12 years, Bob and Mary Ann (a Mount 
Holyoke graduate) moved back to Rhode Island to become Rector of Christ Church, 
Westerly until his retirement in 2006 when the family moved ―back home‖ to Cape 
Cod.   
 Since then, Bob has served as Interim Priest at Saint Ann‘s By-The-Sea on 
Block Island for a year and most recently Interim at Saint Peter‘s Osterville for a 
little more than 2 years.  Bob and MaryAnn are active in the Chatham Chorale, in 
the Osterville Rotary and Osterville Men‘s Club.  Bob has been president of the 
Centerville Public Library for 2 years and serves on the Wequaquet Lake Protection 
Association.   
 Bob has interests in sailing, model railroading, raising domestic rabbits and 
taming a young Golden Retriever named Annabelle.     (See page

As I write this I am packing for my first conference with the National 

Association of Episcopal Christian Education Directors (NAECED).  I am, 

as always, struggling to decide what I will really need while I am 

away and the physical space restrictions of a suitcase.  I have to re-

mind myself that there really is a finite amount of room in one bag and also that I NEVER 

need all I bring.  The key is to make space for the things that are important and to not 

worry about the rest. 

Make space for the things that are important and don’t worry about the rest. These words 

are generally good words by which to live! They are also words that are timely, since we 

start our journey into the season of Lent in a few short weeks. Often the many important 

things vying for our time and attention overwhelm us: families, work, social and civic obli-

gations. Unfortunately with all of these things filling up our finite amount of time and en-

ergy, we forget the things that are really important to us. Is there time for our spiritual 

growth in all that busyness?  Is there time for thoughtful contemplation on the passion of 

Jesus, or the gift of his life for us?  Is there any space for God in our daily lives? 

What would it look like if we made space for God during this Lenten season?  Many 

people have a tradition of giving up something for Lent in an attempt to take part in 

some small way in the suffering of Jesus. As helpful as this tradition is, I often feel that 

adding a discipline or pattern of behavior has a better chance of ‗sticking with‘ us, 

longer than our self-denial. It is said that it only takes 21 days to establish a new pattern 

of behavior, which allows one to make space for something new and important to them.  

So, how can we do this if it is important to us?  If you were with us on the fall retreat, you 

might remember the  phrase, ―Listen, Learn and Live‖.  To make space for God, one must 

carve out some time to be in God‘s presence, learn what God has for each of us to do in 

this life and then to live this life of God in one‘s home, parish and community. 

Are you interested in making space for God in your life?  If so, consider joining us this 

Lenten season for some wonderful opportunities to listen, learn and live a life closer to 

God.  This Lent we offer a variety of opportunities for everyone to join us in worship, 

prayer, study, music, film, art and liturgical expression of the season. We will be sending 

out a special Lenten offering booklet in the next week or so. Keep an eye out for it and 

see how we might help you ―Make a Space for God‖.
