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A Letter from the Senior Warden

Dear Parishioners,

| write with a vacation on the horizon, one the many blessings of the summer, My heart is filled
with gratitude for all of the blessings that surround us — the gardens, 10 talents, the new minis-
try to which Kris has been called, graduations, the anticipation of the arrival of a new music

director, the joy of working an insightful, grace filled junior warden with a sense of humor, the

wisdom, patience, and faith of our rector, and above all, the community of Saint Mary’s.

For those of you missed the semi annual meeting on June 21+, a quick recap of the three year
budget presentation: The vestry is committed to living within our means, to running the church on

a balanced budget. Quite simply, our revenues need to be greater than our expenses.

The revenues needed to fund our operating budget come largely from three sources: The larg-
est of these is pledge income. A second stream is income from endowment. And it is the vestry’s
objective to spend not more than 5% of the value of the endowment. This policy will allow for
modest growth in the endowment fund while supplementing our pledge revenues. The third

source of revenue is monies raised from rentals and special events.

When we have a deficit budget, as we do this year, to cover that deficit we must draw at a
higher rate from the endowment. Last year it was between 6 and 7%; this year it hovers at
about 8%. We do not wish to continue our pattern of taking so much from endowment that over

time the endowment shrinks to the point where there is nothing left for future generations

A balanced budget also requires vigilant attention to keeping our operating and supplemental

capital expenses as low as possible without threatening what we seek to be as a church.

The three year planning budget presented at the meeting (with detailed notes) is available
upon request in the office. The bottom line shows a $93,016 deficit in 2009, $11,040 in 2010,
$9,584 in 2011, and finally a surplus of $6,924 in 2012. The vestry is committed to revisit
these plans semiannually and make adjustments to reflect realities going forward. Our plans
are based on ambitious growth in pledge income and additional revenues from a parish-wide
commitment to FUNraising. | am most grateful to Jud Phelps and Roger Boocock and their stew-

ardship team, and to Judy Scarafile for leading us in the 10 talents program.

| came away from the meeting feeling supported by all of you. | am confident that with ongo-

ing leadership from Steve and the vestry the parish will unite in faith to insure the church’s finan-

mittee (see opposite page) and worked in executive session on our mutual ministry review,

Memorial Gifts and Blessing Fund

The recommendation of this committee that $3700 from the Fund be spent as follows was ap-
proved by the vestry at its June 10" meeting.

$200 - for restoration of the gold leaf on sign at the entrance to the Memorial Garden m W//
$300 - to replace posts supporting the Swamp Madonna and the statue of St. Francis
$3000 - to replace the arbor entrance to the gardens from the parking lot.

In addition we thanked Judy Scarafile for her donation to the Fund monies for a teak bench to
honor her mother.

The Committee meets quarterly to review written recommendations for purchases drawing on the
Fund. (Next meeting August 12, 2009.) These reviews consider how the request fits with the
church’s needs, consulting appropriate committees (gardens, liturgy, music, building and grounds
and the treasurer). They then make recommendations to the vestry for expenditures from the Fund.
After the expenditures noted above the balance in the fund will be. It is replenished with gifts in
memory of loved ones, or by parishioners seeking to honor or celebrate a person or occasion or
blessing.

All expenditures from the fund are noted annually in the Memorial Gifts Book in the narthex.

Betsey Hinckley has agreed to join the Committee which is chaired by Phyllis Bradley, and in-
cludes the Rector, the Senior Warden, and Sally Perry.

In addition to receiving requests from the parish regarding spending monies from the Fund, the
Committee publishes regularly a wish list. It is hoped that this wish list will provide guidelines (or
focus) for parishioners seeking to make a gift to the church for a specific purpose, often in mem-
ory of or to honor someone.

And so as | write
my “farewell piece” for the newsletter, my heart is full—full of memories of my four years here, full
of sadness for the friendships and beloved ones I'll leave behind, and most of all, full of joy and
gratitude for the many blessings I've received here at Saint Mary’s. You welcomed me into your
midst four years ago, a newly ordained deacon, and you supported me as | began my ministry.
Many of you attended my ordination to the priesthood, and you continued to walk with me as |

learned to live into my vocation as a priest, as a pastor, as a teacher and as a preacher.

One of my greatest joys at Saint Mary’s has been my participation in various small groups. The
Intercessory Prayer Group led by Mary Ferguson and faithfully attended by Bea Magruder, Sue
Howes, and Mae Grant enriched my prayer life and helped me learn more about the needs and
concerns of the parish. The Men’s Group not only fed me every other Tuesday morning, but also
stuck with me as we were challenged by Walter Wink (among others), enriched by the via media
series, and engaged in countless discussions of issues both large and small. The regular attendees at
the Wednesday Healing Service brought a real light to mid-week as we laid on hands and gath-
ered around the altar for Eucharist. The Thursday Morning Breakfast Group invited me into their
midst as a regular participant, and more than once provided sermon fodder with their lively discus-
sions of the week’s readings (they also fed me very well—we have extraordinary cooks in this con-
gregation!) The Bible Study group that began meeting two years ago has been invigorating as
we've worked our way through Matthew and Mark, and the Lenten series we've done over the last
couple of years have allowed me to indulge in my passion for talking about the prayer book and
bible. In every instance, the ministry has been mutual, and I've been truly blessed to be a part of

each of these groups.

My life has been even more blessed by the children and youth here at Saint Mary’s. Our liturgies
would not be complete without the faithful service of our acolyte corps, who kept me on my toes
each and every Sunday. The Youth took me bowling and to play mini-golf, to eat pizza and ice
cream and Chinese food, and they invited me into their lives at a time when adults are generally
“suspect.” | have delighted as well in our younger children as they come to the altar with open
hands and joyful expressions to receive the Eucharist, when they bring me drawings or “treasures” (I
have a nice little collection of special rocks) and when they pause to give me a “high-five” or a hug
after church. Participating in the Joy Mass has been just icing on the cake as we pray and sing and

act out the gospel together. Truly these children are a window to the holy in this place.

Even as | am saddened about what | will leave behind, | am full of joy and anticipation about the
ministry ahead of me. Trinity Church is an old New England parish with a rich history, and it faces
many of the same challenges that confront Saint Mary’s: dependence on a shrinking endowment, an
older congregation wanting and needing to attract younger families, and developing and sustain-
