News from the Rector

Dear Friends,

| As | write this, | am sitting in my little stone cottage at Holy Hill Hermit-
age in the West of Ireland. Beside me, a peat fire is keeping me
warm in the early morning damp and cold. For two weeks, | have
returned again to join this small Carmelite community of men and
women in their practice of silence and solitude. | have joined them in their offices and medi-
tation, their masses and once a week community meals. But for the most part, | have been
alone, praying, painting, reading, painting, and drinking up the mystery and wonder that
surrounds me. Out my window to the east, the majestic Benbulben towers over Sligo Bay.

And behind me to the west are the ancient Ox Mountains, silently keeping their timeless vigil.

The raw beauty of it all has often brought me to tears, whether it is the indigo swallows with
their aerial acrobatics, or the double rainbow | saw after Compline last night, or the green
that is everywhere in a cascading palette of color.

In silence and solitude for a fortnight, | have slowly let go of the distractions | left behind
me, and | have moved into the greater reality of God’s presence. It brings to mind the
words of the mystic Meister Eckhart who said: The eye wherein | see God is the eye wherein
God sees me.

| am alone, but | am not without company. A family of spiders guards the skylight above,
spinning their webs for the unsuspecting bee or fly who wanders into our common living
space. A nest full of fledgling birds wake me as soon as morning light arrives. Outside a
flock of ewes and lambs graze in the fields. All of this woos me into a return to the original
blessing with which we are all endowed as creatures of a loving God.

And as we begin the Pentecost Season, purposefully marked by the color green to herald
our part in God’s creative work, | hope each of us will find time and opportunity in the com-
ing months to settle our souls into the rhythm of this natural endowment. By the time you
read this, | will be back among you, and together, we will be invited over the summer to
renew ourselves in body, mind, and spirit. At the gatepost of Holy Hill Hermitage here in
Skreen, Ireland is inscribed the words of the Psalmist: Be still, and know that | am God. May
each one of us find consolation and joy in this stillness as summer arrives.

A few words about the month ahead of us. On Sunday, June 7, after the 10 a.m. service,
we will be celebrating Rogation Day with a parish wide work project in our gardens.
Please come to church in your work clothes that day to help inaugurate our official entry into
the Pentecost Season! On Sunday, June 21+, following the 10 a.m. service, we will gather
together for a mid-year annual meeting to discuss our financial goals and objectives as a
parish. At that time, the vestry will be presenting a three year budget proposal with the
objective of eliminating our operating deficit. Again, | hope you will be in attendance for
this important meeting. Also, in June, we will be changing our Celtic Eucharist schedule.
Moving forward, the Celtic Eucharist will be held every first, third, and fifth Saturday eve-
nings. On the second and fourth Saturdays of the month, we will return to our traditional
Rite Il service.

My prayers are with now, as | am on retreat, and as | return to the Cape. May God’s ani-
mating Spirit fill and uphold you in the coming days.

We also heard two great presentations about programs that we can bring to our own parish: an
Alternative Gift Market and EcoMV. Krista Hennessy from St. Barnabas told us about their hugely
successful Alternative Gift Market held last November- which raised over $33,000! People came
to the church and “bought” items like 250 pounds of food for the Food Pantry, a night at the

NOAH Shelter and other items from local and international charities.

Mark Martin spoke about EcoMV, a company he started to help provide better products for our
environment. As he lives on Martha’s Vineyard, he said that people on the island know how frag-
ile their world is. His company makes products that are compostable and biodegradable in under
90 days like garbage bags, plates, cups, utensils etc. They are made from ingredients like corn
and bulrush and are all natural. A local grocery store replaced the Styrofoam meat trays with
their product and saved thousands of Styrofoam meat trays going into our landfills. Their web site
is ecoMV.net- please check it out! They do deliver to the Cape and our Environmental Stewardship
Committee is looking into working with Mark and his company. He is willing to come to our church

and speak to us if we wish.

Becky Alden, one of General Convention deputies spoke about the upcoming convention this sum-
mer and how it all works. We were given the schedule of the convention, the list of all the commit-
tees and other information on the convention. A meeting (and web cast at

www.capeislandsdeanery.org) about the upcoming convention is being held May 26™ at 7 PM.

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Godly Play Roles

What does it take to be an adult in the classroom? What do you have to do?
There need to be two adults in each of our two Church School classrooms each week. There is
a “storyperson” and a “doorperson” and here is what they do.

Time at
E=ucharist Is not

like the time we

eXperience when

the clock ticks.

Storyperson:

Pray for the children during the week.
Prepare and practice the story during the
week (10 minutes a day).

Be in the classroom before the children
arrive (9:30am, children arrive 9:45am).
Check story materials (or bring lesson
home with you during the week).

Sit in the circle on the floor and “get
ready” — this means clearing your mind to
focus on the children & this sacred space.
Prepare to greet the children (say each
child’s name aloud, this will help you re-
member or learn their names too).

Help the children find a good place to sit.
Help children “get ready” (they too need
to get centered just like adults do).
Present the “lesson.” (10-15 minutes)
Model how to enter the story. This means
hold pieces with gentleness, smoothing out
felt pieces, placing items carefully.
Engage children in “wondering.”

Manage circle disruptions. It is sometimes
helpful to stop and ask again if the chil-
dren are “ready.”

Dismiss each child to do his/her

work. (“response” or arts & crafts time —
15 minutes)

Help any child with story materials as
needed (they may want to play with the
story again after you have modeled how
to put it away).

Remain seated in the “circle” at all times
unless needed. You are the anchor, the
centering force in the classroom.

Give a signal when response time is over.
Invite children to prayer/feast time.

Invite prayers from the children. Some will
want others to pray for them or their
needs & others may pray silently and say
“amen” to let you know they’re done.
Show how to “get ready” for the feast
(snack). Sitting on carpet square, holding
out hands to receive snack items.

Enjoy the feast with the children.

Show how to clean up after the feast (the
children clean up after themselves, folding
their napkin into their cup and throwing
them in the trash).

Help the children “get ready” to be dis-
missed.

Bless each child as they are dismissed.
Help clean room.

Doorperson:

Pray for the children during the week.

Be in classroom before children arrive (9:30am)
Prepare feast (pour water into cups, have nap-
kins ready, open containers of snack)

Sit in low chair at door before children arrive
and get ready to greet children and parents. It
is important that you are at the child’s eye level
and not above them. This helps them feel that
they are valued.

Greet each child by name. Parents should re-
main outside the classroom to maintain the feel-
ing of sacred space. Conversations should take
place outside or at the threshold. The focus is
on the children.

Help children prepare to cross the threshold.
(Remind them to sit on carpet squares), ask if
they are ready.

Close the door when it is time.

Prepare to work with latecomers and children
who leave the circle. Help each child enter the
circle, be “ready” and help children to re-enter
the circle by asking if they are “ready.”

Stay in chair at back of room.

Tend to any physical needs of the children
(show them bathroom etc.)

Help children prepare to do their work as
needed. This may mean getting crayons out,
paper; many items are already out for them to
choose from.

Stay focused on the children & their work
(refrain from having adult conversations with the
storyperson). If your attention is focused, theirs
will be too.

Line up children to help with feast. Be pre-
pared to help children clean up spills them-
selves. One child to carry water cups and one
for napkins and feast. Rotate which children do
this each week.

Help children help themselves by putting away
supplies and their work.

Sit quietly in chair in back of room during the
prayers.

Help children prepare to serve the feast and
receive the returning items.

Be prepared to help children clean up their
spills.

Say goodbye to each child by name at door,
making sure they also say goodbye to the sto-
ryteller and remind children of items left behind.
Record attendance.
