
 

Introducing the Rev. Paul Thompson and the Rev. Edson Outwin :   

The Reverend Paul Thompson was born in Spartanburg, SC.  He 
graduated from Rhodes College, in Memphis and the Episcopal 
Theological School in Cambridge.  Paul began his ministry in Missis-
sippi during the Civil Rights movement.  After a year of study at Oxford University 

in England he served a parish in Bowie MD before moving to Brattleboro VT. 

He was the rector of St. Michaelõs in Brattleboro for 24 years, before retiring to 
Cape Cod.  In his òretirement yearsó he served at St. Barnabas, Falmouth while the 
rector was on sabbatical and served at Church of the Holy Spirit, Orleans and  St. 
Peterõs on the Canal, Buzzards Bay.  He has been a summer rector at St. Andrewõs 
by the Sea in Hyannis Port for several years  and is currently the priest in charge, 
taking services for the month of August. He is an associate at St. Peterõs, Osterville, 
and also a faithful member of the Thursday morning Breakfast Group and the 

Wednesday Menõs Breakfast Group here at St. Maryõs . 

He and his wife Bunny live in Cummaquid with MacTavish an elderly Scottie and 
Daisy, an energetic Rag Doll cat.  Their two children, Sallie and Ian, also live on the 
Cape and he looks forward to the October wedding of Ian and Ali Monac at St. 

Andrewõs by the Sea. 

The Reverend Edson Outwin:  Father Ed Outwin and wife Kay are gratefully cele-
brating their first year of permanent residence on Cape Cod and happy return to 
Saint Maryõs after living and serving in the Dioceses of Rochester and Buffalo 
(WNY) for twenty-four years.  Most recently, Father Ed was vicar of two parishes:

From the  Mus ic  D i r ec to r 

 

This month we are in the season of Lent.  Musically we are singing 

lots of Gregorian chant, also known as plainsong or plainchant.  The 

chanted introits that the men of the choir are singing are part of the 

ancient music of the church, some of which date back to the twelve 

century AD.  For our purposes these introits are sung with an English translation rather 

than the original Latin.  The sung version of the Lord's Prayer or "Pater Noster" is also 

a very ancient chant.  Even though Gregorian chant is a very old form of music it is not 

a dead or lifeless form of music as some have come to expect (however chant can be 

lifeless if it is sung poorly).  A perfect example is the Kyrie, Sanctus, and Agnus Dei 

that we are currently singing.  They are from a mass setting called the "New Plainsong" 

and they were written by David Hurd, an African American composer in New York City 

who is the Organist and Choir Master at Church of the Holy Apostles.  These new 

chants are modern pieces of music inspired by their ancient counterparts. 

 

We are now including hymns for the congregation to sing during communion.  These will 

include contemporary songs as well as traditional hymns.  The choir will continue to sing 

anthems at communion followed by a hymn for everyone to sing.  A couple of parish-

ioners have mentioned that singing hymns at communion gave the congregation some-

thing "to do" rather than just sit there.  I would like to suggest that perhaps the most 

important thing we can do at communion is lift our hearts up in prayer, whether we are 

singing a hymn, listening to the choir, or hearing soft organ music.  I invite you to join 

your prayers with those of the musicians. 

 

Finally, I would like extent a farewell and a heartfelt thank you to Jimmy Cra-

ven.  Jimmy Craven has been the pianist for our monthly JoyMass since its inception 

here at Saint Maryõs.  Jimmy is leaving us and moving off Cape to pursue some new 

opportunities.  Jimmy's piano playing is always spirit filled and moving.  It was a per-

fect fit for the JoyMass.  We will miss him but we wish him all our best.  Thanks Jimmy 

and God Bless!

As a Church, we have entered the season of Lent.  As a parish we have already shared 
some important moments in this time of penitence and reflection.  We enjoyed a shrove 
pancake supper and burned the palms from last year, creating our own ashes.  We 
decorated and put away the òalleluiasó, not to be heard again until Easter morning. We 
had a number of services for the imposition of ashes, allowing us to come together and 
acknowledge that we fall short of what God would have for us and to ask for forgive-

ness, and with this, the Lenten season has begun.  

The office mailed a Lenten booklet, detailing the many opportunities available to our 
parish during Lent.  Additional copies are available in the sunroom. This booklet provides 
a great deal of information on Lenten traditions, dates and times of our gatherings and 

a òLent and Holy Week at a Glanceó page you can put up on the fridge.   

Remembering the theme of Lent 2010: Making Space for God, our Lenten suppers and 
programs will focus on different aspects of living a holy Lent. We have shared a meal 
talking about Lenten plans for ôgiving up and adding toõ our lives to create a space for 
God to move in us. From our experiences, we mused on what works best when trying to 
create a new discipline in our lives.  At the second supper, we will learn about our call to 
care for our creation.   On March 13, we will experience a time of Taize worship, which 
is a contemplative time of  silence, candles, simple melodies and scripture text.  On 
March 20, we will honor the life of St Patrick and share some of the enduring aspects of 
Celtic Christianity.  On the final Saturday supper program, please join us for a special 

time of Godly Play for all ages!   

There are multiple Lenten resources in the sunroom, please take some!  The children are 
collecting coins (bills and checks will be accepted too!) in their Hope Chests, with the ac-
companying daily challenge game.  All of our Hope Chest collections will be brought 
back on Easter Sunday and the entire special collection will be sent to Episcopal Relief 
and Development to support the ongoing Haitian Earthquake Relief work.  In addition, 

see other resources that may assist you Make Space for God during this Lenten season! 

A special note for familieséwe had a wonderful Ash Wednesday Service for families 
with Fr. Mark and the irrepressible Fredrick the Fox. Children and adults alike, appreci-
ated Fredrick and Fr. Markõs explanation of the ashes and what lent is all about.  We 
invite you to make plans now to join Fr.

p.m. on April 2.  Our JoyMass friends are also specially invited to join us that evening!
