In the recent movie Doubt, starring Meryl Streep and Philip Seymour 

Hoffman, the protagonists explore the tension between certainty and 

doubt in the human psyche.  Ostensibly, it is a story about a Catholic 

priest, whose doubt leads him into forbidden territory, and a Catholic 

nun, whose certainty leads her on an equally dubious path in exposing 

and discrediting the fallen priest.  It is a tale, oft told, of what happens to us when we take 

refuge in one extreme or the other, rather than see both doubt and certainty as a dynamic 

leading us to a deeper and richer experience of faith. 

Throughout Easter, we are invited to hear again the stories of the post-Resurrection appear-

ances of Jesus to his disciples.  Throughout this narrative, doubt and certainty are very much 

a part of the disciplesõ reaction to the risen Jesus when he appears to them.  Some believe.  

Some doubt.  Some have faith.  Some are skeptical.  In other words, these first believers 

mirror so much of how each of us come to faith.  And, yet, the Gospel proclamation affirms 

us wherever we are in our spiritual journey, whether we have doubt, or whether we are cer-

tain.  We are all invited and encouraged, I believe, to be open to both doubt and certainty 

in our own lives, as well as in the lives of others, for this is the way that we are led ever 

more fully into the mystery and wonder of our lives, made ever new in the Risen Christ. 

Our Holy Week services and Easter celebrations, once again this year, were glorious!  Our 

heartfelt thanks goes to our Altar Guild and Flower Committee, Bernie Nadeau and our 

choir, Kris and Mark for their preaching series, our hardworking staff,  Marian and her help-

ers for the Vigil reception, and all of you who participated in some way to make this time in 

the life of our parish full of beauty, hope, and joy. 

The May calendar has many dates for you to remember.   Among the many events planned 

this month and detailed below in this newletter, I hope you will plan on being with us when 

Bishop Gayle Harris makes her visitation to St. Maryõs on Pentecost Sunday, May 31st for 

our 10 a.m. service.  On that day, Bishop Harris will be meeting with the congregation, our 

children, and our vestry.  It promises to be a joyous occasion.  I would also ask you to get on 

your calendars our Rogation Day celebration on Sunday, June 7th.  Plan on coming to church 

that day in work clothes, so that right after the 10 a.m. service, you can join in our gardens 

for our Spring clean-up and planting. 

I will take you in my thoughts and prayers as I journey to Wales and Ireland for a time of 

retreat and relaxation these next few weeks.
