What 6s Happening at Saint Mary

Courtyard ConstructiorBeginning early in April, Gordon Hazard will relay the

stones in the courtyard to eliminate the unevenness, and make the egress from the parish
hall a standard step. He will connect the downspouts from the area gutters to an under-
ground pipe taking the rain water toward the creek. By mid to late June we expect the
project will be completed and furnished with wrought iron chairs and tables (with umbrel-
las) inviting all to enjoy the space. Building and Grounds apologizes for the inconvenience
in these three months. Gordon will keep open the brick walkway from the parish hall past
the frog pond into the gardens.
