| upon, and answer God'’s call to us. In the writings of Jeremiah the
prophet, in the epistles of St. Paul, and in our Gospel readings, we

hear that this call comes not to a select few, but to each of us. How

blessed we are at St. Mary’s to have so many who have discerned
and responded to this call in their tireless efforts to keep us a thriving, sustainable com-
munity of faith! In their care of our properties and gardens, in their commitment to pas-
toral care, the nurture of our children, to our ministry of music, outreach, fellowship, envi-
ronmental and financial stewardship, these individuals demonstrate what it is to answer
the voice of God when it comes to us.

We are looking forward to having Elizabeth to serve us in our outreach, pastoral care,
and liturgical programs. She will assist me regularly at the altar by reading the
Gospel, preparing the table at the Eucharist, and saying the Dismissal at the end of the
service.

In addition to medical
and dental professionals, Cape CARES needs volunteers who will: help teach the children about dental hygiene and the
importance of brushing their teeth, ‘fit’ individuals with reading glasses with the appropriate magnification, help set up the

pharmacy & dispense medications, and serve as translators for the doctors and dentists.

The Vestry wanted to assess the level of satisfaction and/or issues of discontent while
identifying recommendations for improvements. Two-hundred & seventy-four (274) surveys were
mailed out; sixty (60) were returned, a 21% response rate (considered high for this type of ques-

tionnaire). Results have been reviewed with the Vestry.

Participants were open, forthcoming and expressive. While there are areas to be improved, the
results indicate a high level of satisfaction and commitment. St. Mary’s is alive and vibrant with a
