Dear Friends, 

It is truly a humbling thing 
to be among so many avid 
and talented gardeners in 
this parish! And as I have 
crossed paths with those of 
you who have tended our 
gardens here at Saint 
Mary’s, or as I have visited 
you in your own gardens, I 
have been duly impressed 
by the care and attention 
you pay to growth and 
cultivation. There is some-
thing both primal and glori-
ous in gardens, leading us 
into the mystery of the di-
vine life and our own. 

In recent months, I have 
sensed a deep desire in 
many of you for growth in 
our parish. I believe this 
rises out of the same im-
pulse that draws us into our 
gardens. We want to grow 
because it is in our DNA, 
radiating out of every cell 
in our bodies. We want to 
grow because if we are not 
growing, we are dying. We 
want to grow because God 
has grafted this desire in 

our hearts, so that we, like 
the other living things 
around us, might have life 
and have it more abun-
dantly. 

This desire for growth has 
been at the center of our 
deliberations as a vestry 
these past several months.  
It has moved us to commis-
sion a re-formed evangel-
ism committee to bring new 
forms of worship to Saint 
Mary’s, in order to attract 
new members. This month, in 
our Celtic Eucharist, which 
begins on Saturday, Sep-
tember 20, at 5 p.m., and 
our Children’s Joy Mass, 
which begins on Sunday, 
September 21, we are cul-
tivating new ground for 
seeds to grow. We are 
exploring ways to advertise 
through radio and the print 
media in order to take our 
light from under the bushel 
and let in shine brightly in 
our wider community. And 
as you can see on this 
page, we have also been 
assessing our property 
needs, and discerning 
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In recent months the Vestry has been carefully considering various options regarding the 
Jones property at 3087 Main Street adjacent to Saint Mary's which has been on the mar-
ket for the past two years. 

The sale of abutting property presents a rare opportunity to expand Saint Mary's grounds 
and facilities; one the Vestry felt obliged to thoughtfully consider. The full Vestry toured 
the property and also commissioned and reviewed a thorough structural inspection. Various 
options for use of the property have been assessed in light of current and anticipated par-
ish needs and long-term strategic priorities, and a preliminary financial assessment of costs 
for acquisition and renovation of the property has been prepared.  

Based on this careful review, the Vestry has determined to take no action on the Jones 
property at this time. We will continue to monitor developments with the Jones property as 
we move forward to develop and expand Saint Mary's mission and vision as a community 
of faith in the village of Barnstable and beyond.

As we approach the fall, there are new and returning aspects to Music at St. Mary’s to 

anticipate: 

 The Celtic Service at 5:00pm Saturdays will feature new music both in content 

and presentation. The service music and hymns will draw heavily from Celtic origins both 

for text and tune, specifically from the Iona Community in Scotland, which has set as one 

of its goals enthusiastic congregational song. Some of the music will be familiar, be it 

lively or contemplative, and all will be accessible. Thom Dutton, who has sung and played 

with us on many occasions, will be on board as Harper (Celtic players are harpers, not 

harpists) with Joan Kirchner on flute and as music leader. Many may not know, but we 

even have our own resident group of pipers, ―Clan-Na-Mara‖, who may be able to pro-

vide some authentic flavor this year. Their director, Bill Burley, was a guest for our summer 

music. And yes, there is such a thing as an ―indoor bagpipe‖ for those with sensitive hear-

ing! 

 Youth Involvement is a desire clearly stated by many at St. Mary’s. We plan to 

reinstitute a Youth Choir this September; time to be determined by the participants. This 

group will sing about once a month, and though it may begin with only a few, the joy and 

spirit of music will hopefully draw in others from our parish and beyond. Plans are also to 

add some Choir Interns to the Adult Choir from area schools. This program will be of mu-

tual benefit; providing a small stipend and experience to the singers, and youthful sound 

and energy to the choir. 

 Adult Choir will begin rehearsals on Wednesday, September 17 at 7:00pm in 

the Parish Hall. We would love to welcome some new voices of any age or experience. 

Some of our highlights of the coming year include a fall joint Evensong with the choir of St. 

Peter’s, Osterville, Advent Lessons & Carols in December, the Faure ―Requiem‖ with or-

chestra and the choir of the Yarmouthport Congregational Church in Lent, and an opportu-

nity to perform the K. Lee Scott ―Requiem‖ (which we premiered on Cape last year) at 

Carnegie Hall with the composer conducting next May. 

 The Friends of Music Fund Drive which will help fund some of these endeavors 

was a great success, raising almost $2,000 to date. Many thanks to all who contributed, 

and to Bill Ballard for all his work on the mailing. It’s not too late--just mark your check for

EYE  Episcopal Youth Event 

E.Y.E., Episcopal Youth Event, is an intentional triennial gathering (the next one is in 2011) of 

young people and their advocates from throughout the Episcopal Church to inspire and empower 

youth as Christian apostles. E.Y.E. is designed to be an immersion experience in the Baptismal Cove-
nant to extend the mission and ministry of the Church. This year’s event took place in July in San 

Antonio TX and Sarah Greene had an opportunity to attend.  Sarah writes: 

I had an incredible time and met so many inspiring individuals, mentors and students alike, who 
will stay in my heart and soul for the rest of my life. I would like to thank everyone for allowing 
me to attend this event and having this amazing experience. I hope that other youth from our 
church will go to the next gathering and learn to grow and share their faith with others around 
them.

Presiding Bishop Katharine Jefferts Schori opened the 2008 Episcopal Youth Event (EYE) urg-
ing youth from across the church to "bear an abundant harvest" to put an end to "structural 

violence and disposable people."  

Jefferts Schori spoke at the opening of EYE on July 8 at Trinity University in San Antonio, 
Texas. She was speaking to the theme of EYE 2008, "Sown in the Heart of Christ." The evening 
program was all about seeds, planting and harvesting. Jefferts Schori with an entourage were 
all throwing bags of sunflower seeds into the audience."When you were baptized," Jefferts 
Schori told the students, "Jesus planted in you a seed, a promise that you are loved beyond 
knowing. It's a promise that God will keep on loving you even if you turn out to be a red 
flower instead of a white one. God will keep on loving you if you look a little wilted. God will 
keep on loving you even if you don't produce any fruit. God hopes for fruit, but God's love 
does not depend on it." She told the students that their job is to "live into the promise" and to 

let the promise "issue forth, being sent out to bless everything and everyone around you." 

The Presiding Bishop's remarks came at the conclusion of a day in which 1,260 Episcopalians 
from the United States, Central America and Europe -- 850 of them high school students -- 

traveled to the campus of Trinity University in San Antonio, Texas.  

One participant said, "The theme of this event, at its very core, it is about relationships. It's 
about us, as disciples of Jesus in relationship with him and in relationship with each other. It's 
about the seeds that have already begun to grow in us as individuals and in a Christian com-

munity." 

Jefferts Schori said the process of "being sown into the heart of Christ" begins by "losing the 
husk which protects the seed until it is time to germinate." The husk, she said, keeps us intensely 

self-focused. "It takes courage to let go of the husk and to risk dying to its protection, but when 
we lose our intense self-focus, we begin to discover that life is larger and more abundant and 

we being to fall in love with 'that more' that is God."

Safe Church Training 
Safe Church Training is a six-hour training session designed to increase awareness regard-

ing sexual misconduct and abuse of power, to outline steps toward preventing abuse, to 

offer ways to intervene when misconduct occurs and to equip anyone in a position of parish 

leadership with ways of healing and rebuilding the body of Christ.  

The training is required of all clergy and diocesan employees. It is also intended for war-

dens, vestry members, lay Eucharistic visitors (LEM B), pastoral visitors, youth leaders, con-

firmation sponsors, acolyte leaders, choir directors, church school teachers, volunteers work-

ing in the parish on a regular basis and all employees of congregations. Safe Church Train-

ing is scheduled in each deanery at least once per year; participants are welcome at any 

training, regardless of location.

Treasurer’s Report 

As I am sure most everyone is aware, the financial markets are not doing well right now (to 

say the least).  That affects people in various ways, and it affects the value of the endow-

ment at Saint Mary’s.  Our funds are invested in a diversified portfolio of common stocks, 

preferred stocks, bonds, and mutual funds.  The endowment is managed by A.G. Edwards. 

A primary method of tracking our performance is to look at the growth of the endowment 

against market indicators, such as the Dow Industrials or Standard & Poor’s (S&P) indices.  

The good news is that in this down market we are outperforming those indices by a signifi-

cant margin.  The bad news is we are only down by about 5% for the year, compared to 

10-11% for the market.  The investment strategy being utilized is designed to capture most 

of the benefits of an increasing market while shielding us from some of the losses of a de-

creasing market.  That appears to be working in this situation. 

We will certainly see some decrease in our endowment value this year, barring any signifi-

cant additions.  In addition to the market-driven losses, we are also taking 5% of the funds 

for our operating and capital budgets.  When the market recovers we can hopefully con-

tinue to take 5% for income and regain our losses. 

We are continuing to run a deficit in our budget, but the gap is closing slightly.  I expect we 

will end the year with a deficit of $25,000 to $30,000, which represents approximately 

10% of our total budget.  In order to keep operating, additional funds will have to be ap-

propriated by the Vestry from the endowment as the year progresses.
