The Buildings and Grounds Committee meets four times a year and in sub-committees
as needed, is chaired by the Marian Ferguson and includes Steve Smith, Angela Cen-
zalli, Jon Ferguson, Sarah Magruder, Vic Mankiewicz, Dave Knauer, Sonia Osborne,
Peter Scarafile, and Connie Von Maur. Please contact us. We are all stewards of
St . Maryds buildings and grounds.

Water Tzar & advisor to B&G, Marc Anschultz, has ensured that the choir area has
lost its dampness, the library has yet to flood, the sump pump is regularly main-
tained, the creek flows as it should, roof water is channeled away from the building
and the rectory mold issues are coming under control.

Improvements on the grounds include: new gravel and railroad ties in the driveway;
new gutters to the 6A side of the church, office & church school wing; painting on the
church school wing exterior; new weather tight doors in the office vestibule; air con-
ditioning and a new dishwasher in the kitchen (thanks to the ECW).

We are most grateful to Dave Knauer for coordinating weekly grounds maintenance
with Dunhill Landscaping. We are indebted to the Gardens Task Force for new doors
on the shed, cleaning the children
tonds cornucopi a, continuous Vine
a renovated rose garden, and the daily grace and beauty of our gardens. We
thank Environmental Stewardship for the rain barrel in the courtyard (to be elevated
to increase the water pressure), two rainbarrels for the rectory, and the well dug
near the driveway garden entrance which will provide water for our new drip irri-
gation system.

In September we will begin a month long effort of painting, upgrading electrical
systems, responding to an energy audit performed earlier this spring, and minor car-
pentry repairs in anticipation of renting the Rectory as soon as possible.

Projects for 2010: leveling the stonework in the courtyard & protecting part of the
area from rain/sun, consideration of gas heat in the office and school wing, insulated
windows in the rectords study and
ground drainage, replacing the sunroom door, & a variety of computer upgrades.
